
Dear Friends: Welcome to SJR! On behalf of our Treasurer and leadership team (Directors) I am glad to report on our
2024 end-of-year financial results for the Parish of St. John’s Richmond. It was a turbulent year, given our need to
shift into a new time and space. However, even as we may have had concerns about the effects of this transition on
our congregation, our collective offerings exceeded our budget by 10%, and our expenses were in line with what was
budgeted. We had forecasted a deficit of $24,000, but instead were entrusted with a surplus of $16,000.
Congregational giving in 2024 was the highest ever in the history of SJR. As we reviewed the numbers last week, we
paused to give thanks in prayer to God for his generous provision for the ministry of the gospel at SJR through so
many joyful givers. It is a privilege to offer back to God what he has first given us, so that we may participate in his
work that exalts Jesus Christ, brings eternal fruit, and magnifies His glory.

January 26, 2025 The Third Sunday After The Epiphany
(Evening Prayer, Book of Common Prayer, 1962)

Welcome to St. John's Richmond!
Our desire is to joyfully love and serve Jesus Christ and
share him with our neighbours.

We are excited to gather on Sunday Evenings for this
special way to worship God at the end of the day and the
beginning of the week. If you are new to us, please stay for
refreshments so we can introduce ourselves to you.

As Anglicans, we use liturgy (structured prayer) to walk
through the wonderful story of who Jesus Christ is, and
what God has done for us through his life, death,
resurrection and reign. The music, readings, prayers and
participation are arranged to help us rehearse the good
news ('gospel') of salvation: our new life in Jesus.

Our Evening Prayer and Holy Communion services follow
patterns set out in the Book of Common Prayer (BCP),
developed in the 1500's during the English Reformation by
Thomas Cranmer. About 88% of the BCP is directly taken
from the Bible.

The best reason to use these classic liturgies is that they
remind us of our sin, point to the grace of Jesus Christ,
and invite us to respond in faith. This is the pattern of our
prayers, and the pattern of the Christian life.
