"Hope"” - Today is the second Sunday in Lent, the
season of soul-preparation for Easter - and for the rest
of your life thereafter...! Now Lent, typically for many
Christians, involves what a Bishop of mine once called
a ‘Serious Surrender to God'. We are asked to
observe a 40 day-and-night discipline of giving
ourselves - our heart and mind and soul and strength -
to God in a fresh way. It is an act of Hope, desiring His
blessing.

Christian Hope is ‘sanctified wishful thinking’: even the
parts about Judgement and Hell reflect the wish that,
somewhere, the score is truly being kept. Dreams are
wishful thinking in our subconscious. Children playing
at being grown-ups is wishful thinking. Travel to a far
away country is wishful thinking. Sometimes, hope is
the wings the Truth comes true on. And sometimes
the Truth is what sets us hoping for it. Hopes and
dreams, anchored in the Gospel, interpreted by the
Word of God, fulfilled in the Person and Ministry of
the lord Jesus, are God's Promise. They make for a
Holy Lent. They make us Holy, too.
