WELCOME!
Dear Friends: Notable Anglicans [II] -
John Wesley (1703-1791) & brother Charles (1707-
1788) were English ministers, who established the
‘Methodist’ revival in the 18th-century.
John served as a tireless preacher and organizer, the
theological leader of the new movement - it is
estimated he travelled 250,000 miles, primarily on
horseback, preaching over 40,000 sermons!!
Charles was a hymn writer, integrating deep
evangelical theology within memorable verse - he
composed over 6,000 hymns, including “Hark, the
Herald Angels Sing”, “And Can it Be”, and “Jesus
Christ is Risen, Today”.
One week apart, in 1738 - as already-ordained clergy!
- both underwent transformative, evangelical
conversions. But soon their preaching had to be out-
of-doors, as both were forbidden to speak in Anglican
Church buildings by many bishops. Their profound
focus on Biblical faith, evangelism, and personal
holiness helped restore and renew the entire Church
of England.

Blessing and glory and thanksgiving belong to you, Almighty God our heavenly Father, because in your
tender mercy you gave your only Son, Jesus Christ, to take our nature upon him, and to suffer death upon
the Cross for our redemption; who made there, by his one oblation of himself, once offered, a full, perfect,
and sufficient sacrifice, offering, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and instituted and in his
Holy Gospel commanded us to continue a perpetual memory of his most precious death and sacrifice, until
his coming again.

Hear us, O merciful Father, and grant that we, receiving this bread and wine, according to your Son our
Saviour Jesus Christ's holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of his
most blessed body and blood; who in the same night he was betrayed, took bread; and, when he had
given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, "Take, eat; this is my body which is given
for you: Do this in remembrance of me."

Likewise, after supper he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying,
"Drink this, all of you; for this is my blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for
the forgiveness of sins: Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me."
